4. The 2006 Constitution of Serbia includes certain improvements as
compared to the 1990 Constitution of Serbia, first of all regarding the secti-
on regulating the human and minorities’ rights, as well as in the section re-
ferring to introducing in the Constitution the so-called irregular situations
(state of war and state of emergency). The Constitution expresses its demo-
cratic endeavors to provide that enacting of a decision on introducing the
state of emergency be ensured in several ways. This is particularly empha-
sized in the requirement according to which in the period of the state of
emergency, the obligations relating to human rights, deriving from the ac-
cepted international treaties, have to be strictly respected. However, there
exist also some weak points of that Constitution and they again put on the
agenda the issue of constitutional change.

5. Every activity aimed at constitutional change should be thoroughly
prepared; the approach to the change of Constitution should not be charac-
terized by haste, and inspired by purely political and narrow party causes; it
is necessary to impartially analyze the needs and the possibilities of the
constitutional change; the issue of the change of Constitution should not be
a matter of banality because such approach would amount to undermining
the highest dignity of the Constitution.

6. The development of a state ruled by law, in the true sense of the
word, is a gradual and long-term process, where one of the key roles is pla-
yed by the constituent and revising powers. The revising power has the task
of adapting the constitutional text to social reality. One of the best exam-
ples of proper and gradual development of constitutional democracy is the
example offered by the Federal Republic of Germany, whose 1949 Basic
Law still remains the boundary stone of the German state ruled by law and
of modern European constitutionality.

7. Theory, comparative law and court (i.e. constitutional-court) prac-
tice traditionally have insignificant influence as far as legal designing of
political institutions in Serbia is concerned; the theory is well-come only as
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a screen or a faade in order to somehow procure the legitimacy to a given
political decision or solution.

8. The first decade of the twenty first century, speaking of particular,
state and general, i.e. global spaces, is characterized by the predominance
of quasi-democratic culture; this is the time of great hypocrisy where the
law without any objection serves the politics, while top-level jurists easily
loose their authority acquired in course of decades; such state of affairs,
probably more than ever, are still called the rule of law; in fact this is not
the rule of law but the rule by using law; the Kopaonik School of Natural
Law is fighting against such state of affairs by applying the authority of tra-
dition, by scientific and professional knowledge and by the spirit of the uni-
versal.
